About TAPS: The Twins, Adoptees, Peers, and Sibling (TAPS) is a research project funded by the National 
Institute of Mental Health. It is a collaborative project between the University of San Francisco and 
California State University, Fullerton. The purpose of the study is to investigate sibling 
socialization processes in middle childhood. The study employs a novel design that includes 
monozygotic twins, dizygotic twins, full siblings, friends, and a new group called virtual twins (or same-
aged, genetically-unrelated siblings). The TAPS design also allows us to investigate genetic and 
environment contributions to individual differences in behavior in school-aged children.    

Research Assistant Position: As a research assistant for the TAPS lab you will be working approximately 4 hours a week on data entry, data cleaning, data analysis and other collaborative projects with fellow lab members. You will also be expected to attend a weekly meeting with all lab members and the Principal Investigator, Dr. Shirley McGuire, to discuss existing research related to the work we are doing in TAPS.
